L’une des priorités du Parc des Technologies de I'Information )

et de la Communication (TIC) concerne la nécessité
d’adapter et d’ajuster tous les mécanismes et toutes les
procédures de Gouvernance dans le Complexe du Parc
sur la base de certains principes, normes et politiques de
protection de I'environnement et des espaces verts, ainsi
que la transformation du Parc en “Village Eco-responsable”.

Cette maison de traitement a été congue de fagon a ce
que les effluents de lavage et les eaux usées humaines
du Complexe du Parc soient récupérés par un réseau de
collecte des eaux usées de surface du site et dirigés ensuite
en direction de la station d’épuration centrale.
Conséquemment, I'extraction et le traitement des eaux
usées s’effectuent en 5 étapes techniques :

1 - la phase de criblage et de dessablage;

3 —la phase de décantation des boues;

4 — |a phase de valorisation des boues actives;

La capacité actuelle de la maison centrale de traitement
du Parc peut représenter 2500 personnes.

Wastewater Treatment House of the ICT Park

{ One of the main priorities of the Information and

Communication Technology Park (ICT) is the necessity of
adapting and adjusting all mechanisms and procedures of
Governance in the Park’s Complex based on the principles,
standards, and policies of protecting the environment and
green- spaces, and finally transforming the Park into an “Eco-
friendly Village”.

One of the measures taken in this direction is the
establishment of the Park’s Central Wastewater Treatment
House with an investment and expenditure of about nine
billion Rials (Iranian Currency). This treatment house is a
kind of Activated Sludge Treatment House, one of the most
common treatment methods for sanitary and industrial
wastewater, based on biological refinement.

This treatment house was designed in a way that the effluent
from washing and the human sewage of the Complex of the
Park is collected by a site surface sewage collection network
and directed towards the central treatment plant. Then, the
extraction and treatment of the wastewater is done through
5 technical stages:

1 - The screening and grit removal stage,

2 - Aeration stage,

3 - Sludge sedimentation stage,

4 - Activated sludge recovery stage,

5 - Aeration stage.

The current capacity of the Park’s central treatment house
can account for 2500 workforces. However, there is also the
possibility of increasing the wastewater treatment volume
capacity up to 4000 workforces.

In addition to preventing water wastage, injection of
pollutants, and infiltration of the wastewater into the
groundwater aquifers, setting up this wastewater treatment
house in ICT Park can provide the required water for the 22
hectares of greenspace in ICT Park.

ICT Park Digital Economy Development Network
has announced an increase in the number of DEDN
member centers to 31.

According to the announcement of the Digital Economy
Development Network (DEDN), a transition to a
knowledge-based economy is necessarily dependent
on developing a strong interaction between the classical
economic foundations and the modern knowledge
and technology. This aim could be achieved only by
establishing science and technology parks, incubation
centers, and innovation centers, besides implementing
propulsion programs in this area.

In this regard, and in accordance with its outlined
goals, missions, and national/international objectives,
ICT Park seeks to optimally employ the great
potentials of technology parks throughout Iran and
to provide support for incubation centers, innovation
centers, and the active accelerators all around the
country. ICT Park aims to achieve this objective
through the initiative it has taken to introduce the
“Digital Economy Development Network (DEDN)”.

To this end, and according to the latest admissions,
the number of DEDN member centers have increased
to 31, that includes 23 provincial parks, 7 university
parks, and 1 incubation center.

It should be mentioned that the applicants are required
to complete their official applications for membership
in DEDN and submit it via e-mail to the network’s
email address along with the supporting documents
(tad@jict-park.ir).

After the initial review of the submitted applications,
the DEDN cadre of expert assessors will provide
a professional report. Ultimately, the Admission
Council holds a session to assess the applications.
The final decision regarding the acceptance of the
applicants will be made in accordance with the
results of the assessment sessions held by the Park
Admission Council. The acceptance results will be
submitted to the applicant center in a documented
format. A five-year memorandum of cooperation will
be concluded between ICT Park and the newly joined
center afterwards.
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and Information Technology and is also licensed
by the Ministry of Science, Research and
Technology for operating in information and
communication technology field. In 2017, this
park was launched as the first Iranian science
and technology park in ICT and the esteemed
President of Iran’s ICT Park has more than 30
years of experience regarding the management of
science and technology parks.”

The Communication and International Affairs
Advisor of ICT Park also provided a detailed
report on the park’s activities, including the
number of park branches, the number of associated
companies, the number of park products, and
other relevant issues, elaborating on the Park’s
potential capacities for mutual cooperation at the
regional and international levels.

Dr. Ghanbari Baghestqan stated that the main
goal of Iran’s ICT Park was to support innovative
and technology-based businesses active in
information and communication technology.
“Currently, more than 60 companies are operating
in Iran’s ICT Park,” he added.

“This ICT Park has started cooperating with
different countries, including Mali, Ghana, and
Nigeria. It should be noted that due to Iran’s
geopolitical position in the Middle East and its
access to Central Asia and China, Iran’s ICT Park
can help Ethiopia’s ICT Park to enter the markets
of Central and Eastern Asia (such as Afghanistan
and Pakistan). Iran can also lead Ethiopia to the
Turkish markets, paving its access to the Western

Park and will appreciate any proposal offered by
the Ethiopian park,” he concluded.
